Great birding spots in Smithfield & Isle of Wight include: Fort Boykin Historic Park, Ragged
Island Wildlife Management Area, Cypress Springs Farm and Carrollton Nike Park - all of which
are listed on the "Tidewater Loop" of the Virginia Birding & Wildlife Trail.

The brand new Windsor Castle Park, located right in the heart of Smithfield, with miles of
walking trails and foot bridges, covering a wide range of habitats, will be the hub of your birding
experience. The park also offers a kayak/canoe launch, dog park and picnic areas.

But what really makes the area special is that after your outdoor adventure, you can simply relax
and take in the delights of shopping & dining in downtown Smithfield. Stop by the Visitor Center -
also home to the Arts Center @ 319 - offering tourist information, a gallery/gift shop & the chance
to chat with resident artists. Or visit one of our many historic sites, including the Isle of Wight Mu-
seum, Schoolhouse Museum, Historic St. Luke’s Church, the Old Courthouse of 1750, Boykin’s Tav-
ern and Fort Huger.
